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The paper discusses the use of the Internet in 26 Croatian libraries linked in the Integrated Library System CROLIST Network from the users' and librarians' point of view. 

The CROLIST WebPAC enables library users to find information about traditional library materials as well as e-books, e-journals, e-newspapers and digitised collections. The CROLIST Users' Interface enables checking of personal data (borrowed and due books etc.), statistics of usage, statistics of most frequently borrowed books etc. The Co-operative Cataloguing System and Downloading 

Facility (reusing bibliographic records) guarantee quality, save time, bring significant financial benefits to the libraries, and consequently build The CROLIST Union Catalogue. Following the same pattern of using Internet as librarian's workspace, The National and University Library offers distance learning services to students of librarianship at three Croatian Universities. 

Another set of CROLIST's products is Electronic Publishing Programme which is used for the production of Books in Print, The National Bibliography Series, bulletins and special bibliographies. The National Bibliography in HTML puts NUL in the forefront of the national bibliography publishers. E-publications are available as static web publications linked to the dynamic online library catalogue showing current information about availability and lending status of items.  
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
